Fundraising Nights

Race Nights – Friday and Saturday

Kilcohan Park Greyhound Stadium is located only a five minute drive from Waterford City Centre making it an ideal location to host a fundraising night for your organisation be it a sports club, charity, school etc.

We are the premier venue for an exciting nights entertainment as well as having a top class restaurant offering panoramic views of all the racing action, offering full tote and drinks service to your table. We also have three lively bars as well as a fast food bar so there is something to cater for everyone.

Nights in the past have raised anything between €10,000 and €120,000 With an average of €15,000 to €20,000 not being an unrealistic target regardless of the size of your organisation.

The following is a basic outline for how you might organise the night and the best and most profitable ways for you to raise funds.

The Race Night
A race night consists of 11 races with 6 dogs running in each race. Our racing manager organises the dogs racing for the night and the doors open at 7.00pm with the first race going off at 8.00pm. We race on Fridays and Saturdays throughout the year and have racing on Thursdays during December. All of these nights are available for fundraising nights.
Tickets
Kilcohan Park Greyhound Stadium can offer you admission tickets at a much reduced rate. We suggest that you price these tickets at a minimum of €10 per person of which the stadium reclaims €4 per ticket and you receive €6. You could decide to charge more than this and all extra proceeds will go directly to your organisation.
We recommend strongly that you try and get a good gate prize sponsored to include on the ticket as this will be an incentive for people to buy a ticket even though they may not attend the nights racing itself, increasing ticket sales for yourself.

Advertising on Race Card

Advertising in the race card can provide an excellent fundraising opportunity as all of the proceeds go towards your organisation.

The printer charges €25 per page and we recommend that you sell a full page for €125 netting you a profit of €100 per page. If you know a printer you may be able to get this at a reduced rate. You can also sell half pages for €65 each.

Therefore if you sell 50 pages of advertisements at a profit of €100 per page, it will generate a revenue of €5,000 for you. Recent benefit nights have raised substantial amounts through programme advertising alone and we strongly recommend going down this route.

Race Sponsorship
The night itself would not be a success without the entertainers themselves, the greyhounds. We look for a minimum of 3 races to be sponsored on the night, for as little as €250 this will include the companies name on the race card as well as being announced by the commentator. €100 of this goes directly to the owners of the greyhounds who finish 1st, 2nd and 3rd with the remaining €150 going to your organisation.

We do suggest that the sponsors are given a free page of advertising in the race advertisement card in recognition of there contribution.

This is only a guideline. You could decide to raise €500 per race in sponsorship in which case more money would be generated for your organisation.

There is also the option of having the sponsor make a presentation to the winner of the race which is photographed although this involves extra costs.

Dog Nominators

Finding nominators for each dog can prove a significant money raiser for the night as well as making the races a lot of fun for those involved. Nominators are listed in the advertising programme. There are 66 dogs altogether over the nights racing and we recommend that you charge a minimum of €10 however we recommend €20 to make it extremely worthwhile.
All money raised by nominators goes back directly to your organisation. The only thing that needs to be taken into account is that a prize will need to go to the winners. Again, this is something that could be sponsored locally, or put all of the winners in a hat and have a 1st, 2nd and 3rd prize on the night.

Buster Draw

A buster draw option is suitable for some of the bigger fundraising events. They involve the following -

In any given race there are 6 dogs competing which can finish in any one of 720 combinations (e.g. 123456, 654321, 632541)

If you sold these tickets at €20 each that would generate €14,400 in funds from which the winner would receive a prize of maybe €2,000 leaving a nice profit even after contributions to admissions. Some organisations decide to charge only €10 per ticket. The success of the buster draw depends on how many tickets are sold, if all 720 are sold there is a guaranteed winner which generates a great atmosphere and makes the tickets easier to sell the next time.

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Terms & Conditions

1. Provisional dates will be held for a maximum of two weeks only – after this time it will be released or confirmed with a deposit of €300

2. Groups are not permitted to sell tickets in the vicinity of KPGS (either on the grounds, inside the building or outside gate) either on the race night or prior to the event.

3. Groups are required to sell a minimum of 200 tickets or pay the minimum amount of €800.00 to cover printing costs etc…

4. Payment for the night must be received within 5 working days of the event including return of all unsold tickets.

5. Tickets are not redeemable against restaurant reservations/bookings unless prior agreement for group bookings (minimum 60 persons)

6. Delivery of advertisement booklets must be organised by the committee to be in the stadium by at least 6.00pm on the day of the event.

7. The printer invoice for advertisement booklets is paid for by the fundraising committee and must be settled on the day of receipt of same

8. All unsold tickets must be returned (you only pay for tickets sold) with payment.

9. Each Fundraising event must sponsor a minimum of 3 races on the night.

10. All names of race sponsors must be confirmed at least 3 weeks before race night (to accommodate advertising events etc…)

11. Cancellation Policy: Deposits are transferable at the discretion of the General Manager. Deposits are only refundable if the date booked is resold to another group.
